Diinyadan ¢ikis yollarini yalnizca odalara kapatilan ¢ocuklar bilir [1]

Cappadox’un bu yilki temast “Diinyadan Cikis Yollar1”, yazar, sair ve sanat¢i Sami Baydar’in 1990 tarihli ayni
baslikli kitabindan bir alinti. Bu temayla sergi, mutlak fiziksel kisitliligin, icinde bulundugumuz olgusal
gercekligin otesine gegebilen, ve hatta onu doniistiirebilen hayal giiciinii tetikleyen bir yonii olduguna igaret
ediyor. Eylemin yetersiz, hatta imkansiz oldugu kosullarda, dogrudan sanatin agabilecegi yollara ve imgesel
alana atifta bulunuyor, 6zgiirlesmenin imkani olarak siirsel eylemi —anlam iiretimini ve diinyay1 yeniden
kurmayi— dneriyor.

“Diinyadan Cikis Yollar1”, gercekligin dayandigi olgusalligin karsisinda heniiz var olmayan, goriiniir olmayan,
ama gelmekte olan diinyay1 ¢agirtyor.

Sergi, savaslarla, kitlesel goglerle, kiiresel ¢cevre problemleriyle gitgide daha karmasik hale gelen glinlimiizii
anlamlandirmak i¢in imgelemi acacak yeni diller, yaratici bi¢imler, alisilmisin diginda yontemler ve pratikler
onerecek. Cappadox 2017 ¢agdas sanat programi Kapadokya’nin ilham verici, katmanli cografyasinda, siirsel
eylemin; bu eylem iizerinden “diinyay1 yeniden kurmanin” yollarini arastiracak. Sanatcilar yeni dnerilerle,
ornegin, yerytiziindeki diger tiirlerle esitlik¢i yoldasligin imkanlarini diisiinen ya da gog edilebilecek yeni bir
gezegeni hayal eden farkli projelerle, diinyadan ¢ikisin kendilerine 6zgii yollarini aragtiracaklar, izleyicilerle
paylasacaklar.

“Diinyadan Cikis Yollar1” kacis stratejilerine atifta bulunmuyor; aksine hepimizi imgelem kadar cesur olmaya
davet ediyor.

ENGLISH

Contemporary Art
Only the children who are locked up in the rooms know the ways out from the world[1]

The “Ways Out From The World” is a quotation from the author, the poet and the artist Sami Baydar’s book of
the same title from 1990. In despairing circumstances of impossibility and impotence of action, Baydar proposes
the poetic act —Act of making meaning / making the World- as a vigorous enactment of emancipation, directly
referencing to the realm of imaginary, the ways that art can open up.

As opposed to the naked reality as factuality, “Ways Out From The World” intends to conjure up desires for
what has not yet emerged, not yet been visible and has yet to come.

In order to conceive the world today that has ever become more complicated with the ongoing wars, mass
migrations, environmental problems, the exhibition aims at proposing novel languages, creative forms,
unorthodox methods and practices to open up the imaginary. Cappadox 2017 contemporary art program will
explore the distinct ways of poetic act, ‘making the world’ in the heart of the inspiring and complex geography
of Cappadocia, by and large Anatolia. Excavating their unique ways out from the world, the invited artists will
bring out proposals which encompass issues like voicing the possibility of an equalitarian companionship with
other species on Earth, or introducing a new planet to move into.

All in all, “Ways Out From The World” does not refer to the escapist strategies, but it is rather an invitation to
get as courageous as the imagination goes.

The art programme of Cappadox will be realized between the 18th of May and the 11th of June 2017 in
Avanos, Keyisdere (Goreme), Uchisar and Ibrahimpasa’da, with the participation of 16 international artists
and collaborators with site-specific and context-responsive new productions.

Alper Aydin, Annika Eriksson, Deniz Giil, Erdag Aksel, Chapuisat Brothers, Guillaume Bijl, Halil Altindere,
Héctor Zamora, iris Ergiil, Karin Sander, Lara Favaretto, Mehmet Ali Uysal, Nermin Er, Serkan Taycan,
Yasemin Ozcan and Yasam Sasmazer’s site-specific and context-responsive new productions for Cappadox will
be seen in the contemporary art program venues of Cappadox in Avanos, Keyisdere (Goreme), Uchisar and
ibrahimpasa’da from May 18th to June 11th.

Additionally, there will be an archive research exhibition that highlights the private / civil archives in
Cappadocia, film screenings, alternative walks / tours, and as well as talks & panels in the programme.

CURATORS

Fulya Erdemci

Fulya Erdemci is a curator and writer based in Istanbul. Erdemci was the curator of the 13th Istanbbul Biennial
and was the curator of the 2011 Pavilon of Turkey at the 54th International Art Exhibition, Venice Biennale. She
was the Director of SKOR (Stiching Kunst en Openbare Ruimte) Foundation for Art and Public Domain in
Amsterdam between June 2008 — September 2012. Erdemci was among the first directors of the Istanbul
Biennial (1994-2000) and worked as temporary exhibitions curator at Istanbul Moden (2004-2005). She curated
the “Istanbul” section of the 25th Biennale of Sao Paulo in 2002, and joined the curatorial team of the 2nd
Moscow Contemporary Art Biennial (2007). Erdemci initiated the “Istanbul Pedestrian Exhibitions” in 2002, the
first urban public space exhibition in Turkey and co-curated the second edition in 2005 with Emre Baykal. In
2008, Erdemci co-curated SCAPE, the 5th Biennial of Art in Public Space in Christchurch, New Zealand with
Danae Mossman. Erdemci has served on intenational advisory and selection committees, including MAXXI —
the National Museum of XXI Century Arts, Rome, 2014; the SAHA, Istanbul, 2012-2013; “The International
Award for Excellence in Public Art” initiated by the Public Art (China) and Public Art Review (United States),
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Shanghai, May 2012; the 12th International Cairo Biennial, Cairo, 2011; and, De Appel, Amsterdam’s,
Curatorial Programme 2009-2011. Erdemci has taught at Bilkent University (1994-1995), Marmara University
(1999-2000) and at Istanbul Bilgi University’s MA Programme in Visual Communication Design (2001-2007).

Kevser Giiler (Associate Curator)

Kevser Guler studied engineering and philosophy in Bogazici and Galatasaray Universities. She worked in
Istanbul Biennial between 2007-2014. She was the exhibition manager and the curatorial assistant to Fulya
Erdemci during the 13th Istanbul Biennial. Guler worked as the assistant curator for the “Agoraphobia”
exhibition in Berlin which was curated by Fulya Erdemci and Bige Orer (May, 2013). Within the frame of
Online Biennial (July, 2013) a section of which was curated by Fulya Erdemci, she contributed as the curatorial
assistant. Guler participated to curatorial workshops and seminars organized by Indepented Curators
International (Inhotim, Brazili 2012), Salzburg Summer Academy (Salzburg, Austria, 2014) and Gwangju
Biennial (Gwangju, South Korea, 2014). Since October 2014, she has been workinig as a researcher for Vehbi
Kog Foundation Contemporary Art Museum. Guler has been doing studies focusing on contemporary art’s
dialogue with the philosophy and critical theory.

Ilgin Deniz Akseloglu (Asistant Curator)

Ilgin Deniz Akseloglu (1988) studied philosophy in Galatasaray and Sorbonne universities. She worked in
various art and culture institutions including The Museum of Innocence, Dirimart and Istanbul Biennial. She
took part in photography projects as editor and writer. Since November 2014, Akseloglu has been in charge of
the programs of American Hospital’s art gallery Operation Room. She is making her M. A. on Cultural
Management.

RESEARCH ADVISORS

Atil Ulas Ciice

A graduate of the Philosophy department of Hacettepe University, Atil Ulag Ciice has continued the
mountaineering activities he started out on while he was still in university, as well as his work as a natural and
cultural guide for the past 20 years. He is one of the founders of the Middle Earth Travel Agency located in
Goreme. He researches the geological, political and cultural history of Anatolia.

Emin Naci Akkuyu

Emin Naci Akkuyu is a graduate of Robert College and the Istanbul Technical University Faculty of
Architecture. Operating as a professional guide in Japanese and English in Cappadocia, Akkuyu also carries out
research on the art, architecture and history of the region.

Ikizler Pottery

The Ikizler (Twins) Pottery was established by Levent and Mehmet Diizgiin in 1998 in Avanos. In their
workshop, Levent and Mehmet Diizgiin create authentic ceramic products, which they themselves have
designed. In the last 6-7 years they have been conducting research and experimental work on high-temperature
ceramics and natural ash glaze in wood ovens.

Miikremin Tokmak

Born in Avanos in 1963, Miikremin Tokmak has been active in movements for freedom and democracy since his
youth. He conducts research on the history and archaeology of the Cappadocia region. He has been carrying out
inventory work in Cappadocia by way of oral histories, photography and document archives in order to establish
and preserve the memory of the cultural heritage of this region. He has transformed part of his home into a
private museum where he exhibits this research, his personal archive and collection.
